The right of the people to be secure in their persons, houses, papers, and1.10

effects, and in their electronic communications and data, against unreasonable searches1.11

and seizures shall not be violated; and no warrant shall issue but upon probable cause,1.12

supported by oath or affirmation, and particularly describing the place to be searched and,1.13

the person or things to be seized, and the electronic communications or data to be accessed.1.14

The proposed amendment must be submitted to the people at the 2016 general1.16

election.
