If the levy is on funds of a3.3

judgment debtor who is a natural person and if the funds to be levied are held on deposit at3.4

any financial institution, the judgment creditor or its attorney shall provide the sheriff with3.5

a notice, instructions, and two copies of an exemption notice, which must be substantially3.6

in the form set forth below. The sheriff shall serve the notice, instructions, and both copies3.7

of the exemption notice on the financial institution, along with the writ of execution.3.8

Failure of the sheriff to serve the notice, instructions, and the exemption notices renders3.9

the levy void, and the financial institution shall take no action. However, if this subdivision3.10

is being used to execute on funds that have previously been garnished in compliance with3.11

section 571.71, the judgment creditor is not required to serve additional exemption notices.3.12

If the financial institution does not get the exemption claim back from you within 144.34

days of the date they mailed or gave it to you, they will be free to turn the money over to4.35
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the sheriff or the judgment creditor. If you are going to claim an exemption, do so as soon5.1

as possible, because your money may be held until it is decided.5.2
