A. D. 1582, and until the election and qualification of their succes-
sors, as hereinbefore provided. .

Sec. 5. The said board of education shall be clothed with all the
powers, pertorm the duties, perfect their organization and con fuct
their business in accordance with the geueral school laws of the
state of Minnesota relating to independent school distriets; which
said laws shall be, so fur us they are consistent with the provisions
of this act, taken and deemed to be applicable to said distriet,

CHAPTER 129.

AN ACT TO CREATE A NEW SCHOOL DISTRICT [N THE TOWN OQF
HAZZEL RUN, IN THE COUNIY' OF YELLOW MEDICINE AND
STATE OF MINNESOTA. .

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

SecrioN 1. Thab the east half (3) of the town of Hazzel Run
in the county of Yellow Medcine, being township one hundred
and fifteen (115) of range forty (40) be and the same is herchy de-
tached from school district number twenty (20) in said Yellow
Medicine county, and the said east half (3) of said town ot Huzzel
Run, shall hereafter constitute a school district of sald county to be
known as schoul district number forty six (46.)

Sec. 2. This act shall take effect and be in force from and after.
