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CHAPTER 273-

AN ACT TO PREVENT THE RUNNING AT LARGE OF CATTLE,
HORSES, SHEBP, SWINE, OR OTHER DOMESTIC ANIMALS, IN
THAT PORTION OF THE TOWN OF WATERVILLE LYING SOUTH
OF LAKE SAKATAH, THE CANNON RIVER, AND LAKE TETONKA,
IN THE COUNTY OF LE SUEUR, AND STATE'OF MINNESOTA..

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

SECTION 1. It shall be unlawful for any person or persons to allow
cattle, horses, sheep, swine or other domestic animals, owned by such
person or persons, or of which such person or persons have control, or
may be in possession, to run at large upon any highway, or upon the
lands of any other person or persons, in that portion of the town of
Waterville lying south of 'Lake Sakatah, the Cannon river, and Lake
Tetonka, in the county of Le Sueur, and state of Minnesota, during
any season of the year, unless they are properly herded.

SEC. 2. Any person or persons who shall violate or neglect the
provisions of the first section of this act shall be liable for all damages
that may be caused in consequence of the trespass of such, animal or
animals.

SEC. 3. This act shall take effect and be in force from and after its
passage.

CHAPTER 274.

AN ACT TO AMEND SECTION TWO (2) OF CHAPTER THREE HUND-
RED AND FOURTEEN (314) OF SPECIAL LAWS OF ONE THOUSAND
EIGHT HUNDRED AND EIGHTY-ONE (1881), BEING AN ACT TO
PREVENT THE RUNNING AT LARGE OF CATTLE AND OTHER DO-
MESTIC ANIMALS IN THE COUNTY OF HENNEPIN, STATE OF
MINNESOTA.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota/:

SECTION 1 That section two (2) of chapter three hundred and four-
teen (314) of the special laws of one thousand eight hundred and
eighty-one (1881), be amended so as to read as follows:

Section. 2. Any person or persons who shall violate or neglect to
