An act to amend section 19 of chapter 292 of thé Gen-
eral Laws of the State of Minnesota for the year 1897,
entitled “An act relating to mortgages and conveyances
of personal property and coniracts creating or reserving
a lien thereon.”

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minne-
sota:

Sectron 1. That section 19 of chapter 29z of the
General Laws of the State of Minnesota for the year
1897 be and the same is hereby amended to read as fol-
- lows:

“Section 19. Every note or other evidence of indebt-
edness, or contract, filed pursuant to the provisions of this
act, shall be held and considered to be full and sufficient
notice to all parties interested of the existence and con-
ditions thereof, but shall cease to be notice as against the
creditors of the vendee and subsequent purchasers and
mortgagees of the property in good faith after the ex-
piration of six (6) years from the day on which said
note or other evidence of indebtedness or contract, ot the
last installment of the sum secured thereby, becomes due.”

Sec. 2, This act shall take effect and be in force from
and after its passage.

CHAPTER 170.

An act to amend scction scven thousand one hundred
and fifty-siz (7150) of the General Statutes of Minnesota
for 1804, relating to examinations and recognizances.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minne-
sota:

Secrion 1. That section seven thousand one hundred
and fifty-six (7156) of the General Statutes of Minne-
sota for 1894 be amended so as to read as follows:

Section 7156. All examinations and recognizances,
taken by any magistrate in pursuance of the provisions of
this chapter, shalt be certified and returned by him to
the clerk of the court, before which the party charged is
bound to appear, within ten (10) .days after such ex-
amination has been had or said recognizance taken, and
shall be filed in said court; and if such magistrate neg-
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
