(b) To be eligible for the designation under this subdivision, the applicant must provide

satisfactory evidence from a mental health practitioner or mental health professional, as the

terms are defined in section 245.462, subdivisions 17 and 18, that the applicant has an autism

spectrum disorder diagnosis or is a person with serious and persistent mental illness, as

defined in section 245.462, subdivision 20.

(c) An individual approved for the mental health designation under this subdivision is

not required to reapply for the designation for subsequent driver's license or Minnesota

identification card renewals.

(d) The commissioner must consult with the commissioner of human services to design

the mental health designation and specify mental illness classifications within the designation,

if any.
