C. the third page must have “Copy 3” printed in the lower left-hand

corner in black ink.

Subp. 5. Instructions. The following must be printed below the perforation
on the back of the third page in black ink:
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“INSTRUCTIONS

1. Please type this form with black ribbon.

2. Place an “x” in the appropriate box to indicate the following 1tems

(a) a request for copies or information;

(b) the date of search; and

(c) a request for state or federal tax liens.

3. If no “x’s” are made, information will be given on both state and federal
tax liens up to the date of processing.

4. If information or copies are requested from different filing offices, separate
requests must be submitted to each filing officer.

5. Sign the form in the space provided.

6. Send in only the original and duplicate copies. Retain the third copy for
your files. The original will be returned to you with the information or copies
requested.

7. There is an additional fee if more than one taxpayer name is listed in box
1. Always provide the complete and full name of the taxpayer; list all possible
ways in which the debtor name may appear, including individual names, corpo-
rate names, assumed names, initials, and/or abbreviations.
