Whoever is convicted 
of manslaughter in the fourth degree shall be punished by imprisonment in the 
state prison for a period not exceeding four years, or by imprisonment in the county 
jail not excceeding one year, or by a fine not exceeding one thousand dollars, or by 
both such fine and imprisonment. This act shall not extend to any act done or 
offence committed prior to the passage hereof, but the provisions of law now in 
force prescribing the punishment' for murder in the fourth degree shall continue in 
force as to all such offences committed prior to the passage hereof.
