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identifying the record of the birth of the child as the
same may appear in the office of said registrar. If
such judgment shall thereafter be vacated that fact
shall be reported by the clerk in like manner.

(¢) Physician may testify—In any proceeding un-
der this chapter a licensed physician or surgeon may
testify concerning the fact and probable date of in-
ception of the pregnancy of his patient without her
consent, and shall so testify when duly called as a wit-
ness.

(d) Purpose of act—This chapter shall be liberally
construed with a view to affecting its purpose, which
is primarily to safeguard the interests of illegitimate
children and secure for them the nearest possible ap-
proximation to the care, support and education that
they would be entitled to receive if born of lawful mar-
riage, which purpose is hereby acknowledged and de-
clared to be the duty of the state; and also to secure
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from the fathers of such children repayment of public
moneys necessarily .expended in connection with their
birth.

(e) Records private—All records of court proceed-
ings in cases of alleged illegitimacy shall be withheld
from inspection by, and copies thereof, shall not be
furnished to, persons other than the parties in interest
and their attorneys, except upon order of the court.
