515B.3-107 UPKEEP OF COMMON INTEREST COMMUNITY.

(a) Except to the extent provided by the declaration, this subsection or section 515B.3-113, the as-
sociation is responsible for the maintenance, repair and replacement of the common elements, and each unit
owner is responsible for the maintenance, repair and replacement of the unit owner's unit. Damage to the
common elements or any unit as a result of the acts or omissions of a unit owner or the association is the
responsibility of the person causing the damage, or whose agents or invitees caused the damage.

(b) The association shall have access through and into each unit for purposes of performing maintenance,
repair or replacement for which the association may be responsible. The association and any public safety
personnel shall also have access for purposes of abating or correcting any condition in the unit which violates
any governmental law, ordinance or regulation, which may cause material damage to or jeopardize the safety
of the common interest community, or which may constitute a health or safety hazard for occupants of units.

(c) Neither the association, nor any unit owner other than the declarant or its affiliates, is subject to a
claim for payment of expenses incurred in connection with any additional real estate.
