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17.353 FUR FARMER REGISTRATION.

Subdivision 1. Registration system. The commissioner shall establish a registration system for fur
farmers. The registration system shall be designed to maintain information required by the commissioner,
United States Department of Agriculture, and other agencies.

Subd. 2. Registration. A fur farmer may register with the commissioner by submitting a completed reg-
istration form and a fee of $10 to the commissioner by December 31. The registration is valid for a calendar
year. The registration form must state the name of the applicant, the location of the fur farming activity, the
species of fur-bearing animals on the fur farm, and other information required by the commissioner.

Subd. 3. Tags for transportation and sale. The commissioner shall, if requested, furnish registered
fur farmers tags, without a fee, for the transport and sale of fur-bearing animals and their products. A fur
farmer transporting or selling pelts of fur-bearing animals may attach the tag to a package containing pelts.

Subd. 4. Annual reports of pelts sold. A registered fur farmer must file a verified report of the number
of pelts of each species of fur-bearing animal sold during the preceding calendar year. The report must be
filed with the commissioner by December 31.
