
240.155 REIMBURSEMENT ACCOUNTS AND PROCEDURES.​

Subdivision 1. Reimbursement account credit. Money received by the commission as reimbursement​
for the costs of services provided by veterinarians, stewards, and medical testing of horses must be deposited​
in the state treasury and credited to a racing reimbursement account, except as provided under subdivision​
2. Receipts are appropriated to the commission to pay the costs of providing the services.​

Subd. 2. General fund credit. Money received by the commission as reimbursement for the compensation​
of a steward who is an employee of the commission for which a general fund appropriation has been made​
must be credited to the general fund.​
