
327C.13 FREEDOM OF EXPRESSION.​

No park owner shall prohibit or adopt any rule prohibiting residents or other persons from peacefully​
organizing, assembling, canvassing, leafletting or otherwise exercising within the park their right of free​
expression for noncommercial purposes. A park owner may adopt and enforce rules that set reasonable limits​
as to time, place and manner.​
