
245H.03 APPLICATION PROCEDURES.​

Subdivision 1. Schedule. The certification of license-exempt child care centers shall be implemented​
by September 30, 2017. Certification applications shall be received and processed on a phased-in schedule​
as determined by the commissioner.​

Subd. 2. Application submission. The commissioner shall provide application instructions and​
information about the rules and requirements of other state agencies that affect the applicant. The certification​
application must be submitted in a manner prescribed by the commissioner. The commissioner shall act on​
the application within 90 working days of receiving a completed application.​

Subd. 3. Incomplete applications. When the commissioner receives an application for initial certification​
that is incomplete because the applicant failed to submit required documents or is deficient because the​
documents submitted do not meet certification requirements, the commissioner shall provide the applicant​
written notice that the application is incomplete or deficient. In the notice, the commissioner shall identify​
documents that are missing or deficient and give the applicant 45 days to resubmit a second application that​
is complete. An applicant's failure to submit a complete application after receiving notice from the​
commissioner is basis for certification denial.​

Subd. 4. Reconsideration of certification denial. (a) The applicant may request reconsideration of the​
denial by notifying the commissioner by certified mail or personal service. The request must be made in​
writing. If sent by certified mail, the request must be postmarked and sent to the commissioner within 20​
calendar days after the applicant received the order. If a request is made by personal service, it must be​
received by the commissioner within 20 calendar days after the applicant received the order. The applicant​
may submit with the request for reconsideration a written argument or evidence in support of the request​
for reconsideration.​

(b) The commissioner's disposition of a request for reconsideration is final and not subject to appeal​
under chapter 14.​
