
148.9982 DUTIES OF THE BOARD OF PSYCHOLOGY.​

Subdivision 1. General. The board, in consultation with the advisory council, must:​

(1) adopt and enforce standards for licensure, licensure renewal, and the regulation of behavior analysts;​

(2) issue licenses to qualified individuals under sections 148.9981 to 148.9995;​

(3) carry out disciplinary actions against licensed behavior analysts;​

(4) educate the public about the existence and content of the regulations for behavior analyst licensing​
to enable consumers to file complaints against licensees who may have violated laws or rules the board is​
empowered to enforce; and​

(5) collect license fees for behavior analysts as specified under section 148.9995.​

Subd. 2. Rulemaking. The board, in consultation with the advisory council, may adopt rules necessary​
to carry out the provisions of sections 148.9981 to 148.9995.​
