
256.982 TRAINING OF WELFARE FRAUD INVESTIGATORS.​

The commissioners of human services and children, youth, and families shall, to the extent an​
appropriation is provided for this purpose, establish a pilot project for further education and training of​
welfare fraud investigators. The commissioner may enter into contractual agreements with other state, federal,​
or county agencies as part of cooperative projects employing experienced investigators to provide on-the-job​
training to county investigators.​
