
138.586 COUNTY BOARDS MAY ACQUIRE HISTORIC SITES.​

The board of county commissioners of any county is hereby authorized to acquire and maintain tracts​
of land within the county which are designated as having historical or archaeological significance and whose​
acquisition and maintenance are approved by the Minnesota Historical Society and to aid in the construction​
of markers on such lands.​
